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| have always believed that
God sends people into our lives
when we need them and possibly
the same can be said for pets. For
example, last spring a friendly
orange tom cat appeared at our
door. My husband and | assumed
he was the neighbor’s cat and we
discouraged him from making our
home his territory. We already
had 2 elderly cats named Steve
and Prissy and we didn’t need or want a third one.
However, after a month of constant visits, the cat
appeared thinner and hungrier than ever and we as-
sumed that this cat had no home. Our modest food
offerings were eagerly consumed and the orange cat
adopted us permanently. We named this cat Trevor.

Steve and Prissy grudgingly tolerated Trevor’s
presence. In order to avoid conflict between Trevor
and the other two cats we kept them separated.
Steve was a solid white male cat with yellow eyes.
He too was a hungry stray who appeared on our door-
step 15 years ago. My husband named him after a
friend from church. Our friend Steve was tall and thin
with a voracious appetite but never seemed to gain a
pound. These characteristics between human and
feline were similar and the name fit. Steve was the
model cat. Even people who didn’t like cats liked
Steve. His personality was canine-like; loyal, friendly,
obedient and affectionate. Our other cat Prissy, a
tortoiseshell, was also an adopted stray of 12 years.
Little did we know then that our 3 cat household
would be short-lived.

Subsequently, Prissy developed medical problems
and had to be put to sleep. The following March our
Steve developed a tumor on his weary old heart.
Steve’s loss was heartbreaking as he was a true and
loyal companion and my favorite.

However, Steve’s loss has been a little easier to
endure with Trevor’s unexpected appearance. During
times of loss and sorrow, | often think of a well-
known scripture from Ecclesiastes 3:1-2, “There is a
time for everything, and a season for every activity
under heaven; a time to be born and a time to die.”

In my mind | sent the resident a message: “Sir,
the Lord willing, at Christmastime....I’ll be there!”

Charles Ronald Riley - Disciple Par Excellente

A Gentle Call...continues to be answered... This summer Ron Riley retired from a second
career of distinguished accomplishment. As he closes the chapter as a United Methodist
Church pastor, he begins a new endeavor as a Scholar in a seminary doctoral program.

Ron was born in Philadelphia but grew up in an industrial suburb of Pittsburgh, PA. Near
his home there was a Methodist church that played a dominant role in his life as he became
active in MYF, choir and Scouts. As an Eagle Scout he was elected to the Order of the Arrow,
and he took part in the God and Country program. During those years he experienced an In-
ner call to ministry which would eventually be realized.

After high school Ron studied Engineering at Carnegie Institute of Technology in Pitts-
burgh, served in the Army (1958-1960), and graduated from Penn state in Mathematics. He '
went to work at Metropolitan Life in New York City and became a Fellow of the Society of Ron Riley
Actuaries. This led to positions of increasing financial and managerial responsibilities. His success in the corporate
realm continued until he became President of two large subsidiaries and several US and International Boards. Eventu-
ally he became CEO and then COO of the US insurance operations. In 1984 his career responsibilities brought him and
his family to Charlotte.

Ron became involved in MMM as a lay person and has continued active participation through his days as a seminary
student and as a pastor. Our ministry is honored to have had a small but significant connection in Ron’s spiritual jour-
ney. | first met Ron in the early 1990’s as he was Speaker at Charlotte Rescue Mission (Rebound). He was with a group
from St. John’s Episcopal Church as they conducted the Sunday afternoon Chapel Service for MMM. He wrote:

“According to God’s providential will, | met the Dean of Gordon Conwell Theological Seminary - Charlotte, Dr.
Wayne Goodwin, at a 1994 worship service of MMM. | asked for his card and made plans for a meeting. | sub-
mitted an application for admission, was accepted, and began classes in 1995.”
He graduated with the Master of Divinity degree in 2000. In 2001, Ron was appointed co-pastor of Spencer Memorial
UMC, and in 2003 associate pastor of Memorial UMC.

Ron’s loyalty to our ministry, his warm and generous heart, his beautiful, eloquent prayers and sermons, and his
spiritual depth are his unique trademarks. Ron and his wife, Rosalie, are dearly loved by Metropolitan Music Minis-
tries.
